Continuing Medical Education (CME) Resources

· The Arizona Chapter (AzAFP) produces about 38 prescribed credits annually for members throughout the state.  
· The AzAFP annual meeting’s sessions are free of pharmaceutical support.  The course director (Mark Ebell MD, MS) assembles a 186 page syllabus of the top POEMs (Patient Oriented Evidence that Matters) of the past year. Organized by topic, each 30 minute session is taught by Dr. Ebell or one of three other faculty who are experts in evidence-based practice. The first time the AzAFP offered the course in 2010, it was one of the highest attended conferences in AzAFP history and got rave reviews from members.  Most said it was the best CME they had ever attended.  
· The AzAFP offers a Self Assessment Module in a group setting.  
· The AzAFP is committed to helping our members navigate the changes required to become recognized as a Patient Centered Medical Home (PCMH).  We focus on these topic areas during meetings and have a task force looking at ways to assist members with the transition.
Advocacy

· The AzAFP is very proud to have the best lobbyist at the Arizona Legislature, Susan Cannata, JD.  Ms. Cannata has been representing the AzAFP at the Legislature and before state government for nearly 20 years.  Ms. Cannata graduated summa cum laude from The University of Arizona.  Ms. Cannata and the AzAFP Legislative Task Force fight hard for Family Medicine and the thousands of family physicians’ patients in Arizona every day of the year!
· The AzAFP hosts an annual “Emerging Leader Day” at the state capitol.  The evening before, Susan Cannata, JD and other AzAFP leaders speak to young leaders about leadership.  The next day the young leaders are grouped together with one mentor and they visit with legislators all afternoon.  
· Key contacts are also encouraged to communicate with their legislative contacts on timely legislative issues.

· The AzAFP produces a Family Medicine Billing & Coding course put on by the world famous billing and coding expert, Joy Newby.  Joy is loved by all attendees and is an invaluable resource to the AzAFP all year long as she answers countless member questions and keeps us up to date in our publications on these issues.
